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Ideas to help your child to be school ready:
Counting Skills
· Play board games such as Snakes and Ladders
· Practise writing numbers in sand
· Count apples into a bag at the supermarket
· Counting as you go up and down the stairs
· Spotting numbers when you’re out and about
Interest in the World
· Get out and about – walks, the park, days out
· Ride on bikes and/or scooters
· Talk about the world around us
· Make comments about the world around us; ask questions and encourage your child to ask questions
Sharing and Turn-Taking
· Model good practice
· Role play with dolls/teddies
· Mix with other children, e.g. at soft play
Speaking and Literacy
· Make sure that a bedtime story is part of your daily routine!
· Share a book and talk about it, e.g. the characters
· Role-play with puppets, small world etc.
Writing Skills and Physical Development
· Lots of play with play dough, pegs and boards, threading, jigsaw puzzles and construction such as Lego/Duplo – anything that helps to develop fine motor skills and hand-eye co-ordination
· Tracing patterns; colouring in
· Cutting out shapes
· Outdoor games such as tag, chase, hide and seek
· Dressing dolls
· Whole body movement such as climbing, balancing, crawling, riding a bike 
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
